1.1 Location and Area

Rangpur district was established in 1874 which is
situated in Northern part of Bangladesh. Rangpur

The soil of the district is divided into two main
groups i.e., Khiar (Barind Tract) and Poli (alluvial).
The Barind tract in the southern part of the district
contains brown clays with iron and molecules of
carbonate of lime. The soil of the Poli area consists
of varying proportion of clay and soft sandy loam.
Alone the Tista river valley, the active and very
young meander floodplains with alluvium complex
are prevailing.

1.4 Climate

Rangpur district climate is mild like the other parts of
the country. The dry winter season begins in
November and lasts till late February. In the month
of January and February relatively severe cold is
experienced in the district due to its proximity to the
himalays and Garo hills. The minimum and
maximum mean annual temperature vary between
11.6°C to 34.2°C. The level of humidity ranges from
minimum 32% in January to maximum 99% in July.
Annual rainfall as recorded from January 2019 to
December 2019 is 2289 mm according to
Meteorological Department. In general, the months
of May to August have the most rainfall.

1.5 River System

Teesta, Jamuneswari, Karatoya, Chikli, Akhira and
the Ghaghat are the prominent rivers of the Rangpur
district. All the rivers are non-tidal and not fully
navigable. Most of the rivers are navigable during
the monsoon only. Rivers are serving as a good
reservoir system for irrigation.
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1.6 Household

According to the Agriculture Census 2019, the total
number of households in the Rangpur district is
7,73,871 and among them the agriculture holding is
3,96,196 in numbers. It is mentioned that, in
Agriculture Census 2019 data was collected from
dwelling households.

1.7 Economic Status

The economy of Rangpur is primarily based on
agriculture. Agricultural households that produce
varieties of crops namely local HYV and Hybrid
paddy, jute, potato, maize, wheat, sugarcane,
vegetables, spices, jute, pulses, tobacco and other
minor cereals. Rangpur district is famous for
tobacco. The tobacco produced here meets the major
demand of the whole country. Various fruits like
mango, banana, jackfruit, papaya and pine apple etc.
are grown in the district. Almost all kinds of
vegetables are cultivated particularly bitter gourd,
pumpkin, potato and brinjal are abundantly grown.
Pisciculture and rearing of livestock and poultry add
extra income to households. Fish of different
varieties abound in the district. Moreover varieties of
fish are caught from rivers, tributary channels, even
from paddy fields during the rainy season.

The prime economic activity is agriculture but the
non-farm economic activities have expanded to some
extent in Rangpur district. According to the
Economic Census 2013, the total number of
economic establishments was 1,83,153 and Total
Persons Engaged (TPE) in economic activities was
5,11,580. Out of the total number of establishments,
30.29% are located in the urban area and the rest
69.71% in the rural area. In case of TPE, 91.34%
male and only 8.66% female are engaged in
economic activities in Rangpur district.

1.8 Flora and Fauna

1.8.1 Flora

In the farmlands, varieties of crops namely local and
HYV rice, jute, vegetables, spices, pulses, oilseeds,
cotton, sugarcane etc. are produced. The district is
also famous for the good quality of jute and
sugarcane.

Although there is no forest area in the district, the
plain land is mostly covered under homestead
forests containing varieties of fruit trees and other
trees. The southern part of the district is a
comparatively low lying area where one can find
homestead forests with robust growth. Those
contain indigenous timber trees like koroi (Albizia



: (Streblus asper(, ,
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procera), haldu, bazna (Xanthophyllum flavescens),
karobi, sheora (Streblus asper), margazaj,
mehogoni (Swietenia macrophylla), olive (Olea
europaea), bohera (Terminalia bellirica), amloki
(Phyllanthus emblica) etc. However, all these trees
are scattered. Mango (Mangifera indica), jackfruit
(Artocarpus  heterophyllus), banana  (Musa
sapientum), litchi (Litchi chinensis), blackberry
(Syzygium cumini), papaya (Carica papaya),
jambura  (Citrus maxima), palm (Borassus
flabellifer), citrus fruits, Water melon etc. are
among common fruits found in this district.
Besides, trees found in this district are gab
(Diospyros maxima), haritaki (Terminalia chebula),
keora (Sonneratia apetala), sonalu (Cassia fistula)
etc. Marsh plants and weeds are found in great
variety and luxuriance and in the beel area, the
surface of the marshes are covered with huge
stretches of inundated rice or with motted floating
islets of sedges and grasses and with various water-
lilies, the striking of which is the makana (Euryale
ferox).

1.8.2 Fauna

Rangpur district has a rich diversity of mammals,
amphibian birds, reptiles and fresh water animals,
spiders, multipedes and innumerable insects.
Leeches, earthworm slugs, snails, silk moths are
commonly found in the district.

Mammals: The mammalian fauna that are usually
seen in the district of Rangpur comprise domestic
cow (Bos taurus), goat (Capra hircus), sheep,
buffalo, monkey, rat, rabbit, vampire, bat, squirrel,
forest cat, baghdash, horses (Equus caballus) and
mongoose. The wild buffalo was once used to be
found in the district.

Birds: Many kinds of colorful and singing birds are
seen in the district include the national bird robin
magpie (Copsychus saularis), shalik (Acridotheres
tristis), kokil (Cuculus micropterus), halde pakhi
(Oriolus  xanthornus), king crow (Dicrurns
adsimilis), moyna (Gracula religiosa), shyama
(Copsychus  malabaricus),  sparrow  (Passer
domesticus), several species of pheasants, quails,
pigeons (Columba livia) and doves (Streptopelia
chinensis), duck (Cairina scutulata), balihash
(Nettapus coromandelianus), chicken, kingfisher
(Halcyon  smyrnensis), lark, crow (Corvus
splendens),  crane,  woodpecker  (Dinopium
benghalens), tailor bird, heron, pied crested cuckoo,
nightingale, parakeet, owl, swallow, asian openbi,
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common moorhen, painted snipe and many other
varieties of small birds. Raptoral birds include king
vulture (Sarcogyps calvus), laner falcon or baj
(Falco biarmicus), gochila (Circus aeruginosus),
cheel (Milvus migrans), several species of stork are
found. Some migratory birds like greenleg goose
(Anser anser), rajhans (Anser indicus), pitail (Anas
acuta), little cormorant, madan taki etc. are also seen
during the winter season.

Fish: With a large water area the district is well
stocked with fish. Some of the commonly available
fishes are ruhi (Labeo rohita), mrigel (Cirrhinus
mrigala), kalbous (Labeo calbasu), katla or carp
(Catla catla) etc. shoal fish (Channa striatus), singi
(Heteropneustes fossilis) are also found in large
quantity in beels and khals. Many other spieces of
fishes are also found in the river and fresh water of
the district. Of these the principal varieties are
boal/sheat fish (Wallago atttu), koral (Latas
calcarifer), tapsi (Polynemus paradiseus), dhain,
chital (Notopterus chitala), ghona, airh (Mystus
aor), bagair (Bagarius yarrelli), pangas (Pangasius
pangasius), rita (Rita rita), bain or eel
(Mastacembelus armatus), chapila (Gonialosa
manmina), bhagna (Labeo boga), gulsha (Mystus
bleekeri), tengra (Mystus vittatus), chanda (Mene
maculata), tekchanda (Gerres argyreus), kachki
(Corica soborna), baila (Glossogobius giuris),
bheda (Nondus nondus), ghausa, kakila
(Strongylura merina), phali or flat fish (Notopterus
notopterus), tatkeni (Crosscheilus latius), pabda
(Ompok pabda), chela (Chela cachius), gangchela,
gazar (Ophiocephalus marulius), koi or climbing
fish (Anabas testudineus), kholisha (Colisa
fasciatus), puti (Puntius titteya), sharputi (Barbus
sarana), taki (Channa punctata), malandi, bashpata
(Ailia punctata), kakra (Scylla serrata), meani,
shrimps, and prawn are found in the district.

In addition, some exotic varieties of fish such as
telapia  (Oreochromis  mossambicus), nilotica
(Oreochromis  niloticus) and grass carp
(Ctenopharyngdon idella) are also cultivated in the
district.

Reptiles and Amphibians: The district contains in
its area a few species of reptiles and amphibians.
The reptiles include different species of snakes,
lizards, tortoises (Nilssonia hurum), iguana, monitor
lizard, chameleon, python, cobra (Naja naja) and



, (Bufo melanostictus) other varieties of poisonous snakes are found almost
(Rhacophorus maximus) all over the district. The amphibians consist of goof,
toad (Bufo melanostictus) and tree frogs

(Rhacophorus maximus).
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Chapter-2
Objectives, Scope and Methodology

Agriculture Census 2019 was the 5" Census of
Agriculture in Bangladesh. Before the Agriculture
Census of 2019, the other Agriculture Censuses
took place in 2008, 1996, 1983-84 and 1977.

2.1 Objectives

The Agriculture Census 2019 was conducted with a
broad objective, through which it would be
possible to identify the structure and characteristics
of the agricultural sector. The objectives of
Agriculture Census 2019 are as follows:

1.To conduct the agriculture census a large scale
periodic statistical operation, based on which the
comprehensive reports will be made available to the
users in shortest possible time;

2.To determine the structure and related
characteristics of agriculture sector by providing
statistical data on land utilization with other
characteristics, area under fish cultivation and other
related information, agricultural machineries and
transports, use of fertilizers and other agricultural
inputs etc;

3.To provide benchmark data needed for
formulating agricultural development progrmmes
for agriculture sector and for evaluating progress;

4.To provide basic frames of households and
operational holdings for carrying out future surveys
on crops, fisheries and livestock subsector;

5.To find a basis for developing an integrated
programme for current agricultural statistics;

6.To provide statistics that will enable to observe
the structural changes in agriculture sector (crops,
fisheries and livestock) over the years;

7.To facilitate in formulation of the necessary
government policies and programme for the benefit
of the rural poor, small and marginal farm
households (crops, fisheries and livestock and
poultry) and rural development;

8.To generate agriculture statistics disaggregated by
administrative and geographic areas, such as
division, district, upazila, union, mouza and rural,
urban;

2.2 Scope and Coverage

Agriculture Census 2019 was a nationwide
household-based activity. The census was
conducted in all household to collect agriculture
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FAO

related information. The census program consisted
of a full count of all agricultural holdings
maintained by dwelling households.

An agricultural holding is the economic unit of
agricultural production under single management
comprising all livestock kept and all land used
wholly or partly for agricultural production
purposes without regarding the title or size. This
census covered all holdings, held and operated by
dwelling households during the census period
except the agriculture farms.

It is mentioned that like the Agriculture Census
2008 the Municipality located at district
headquarters is considered as urban area in
Agriculture Census 2019. All other areas except
district headquarters Municipality were considered
as rural area.

2.3 Use of Agriculture Census Data

a) Agriculture Census 2019 provides the structure
and nature of the agriculture sector.

b) The census data can facilitate monitoring the
progress of achieving SDGs and ensure the
overall food security in Bangladesh.

¢) The comprehensive data from this agriculture
census can be a benchmark to visualize the
trend of related statistics and can identify the
various parameters that occurred between the
current and previous Census.

d) The findings from this Agriculture Census can
be used by the researchers and planners to
provide the policy and program for the
development of the sector.

2.4 Methodology

Agriculture Census 2019 was conducted following
the general criteria of FAO. This census maintains
the relevant guidelines of FAO and other
international organizations to ensure the global
standard because it was critical for the quality and
objectivity of agricultural statistics. From 9 June to
20 June 2019 the 5" Agriculture Census was
conducted across the country. For data collection,
structured and brief questionnaire was supplied. The
comprehensive enumerated offered baseline data up
to the lowest administrative units and gave a solid
foundation for improving current agriculture
statistics. The data collection of the Agriculture
sample census was held from 22" November to 29"
December 2020. Collected by a long questionnaire
that on comprehensive studies and depth analysis in
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future.

2.5 Census Planning and Operation

In the context of operation, the census activities
were divided into three phases: 1. Pre census; 2.
Census and 3. Post census activities. These are
described as follows.

2.5.1 Pre Census Activities

At the wvery beginning of the «census, a
comprehensive preparatory work plan was adopted
in the mid of 2018. The census work plan was
prepared to define in detail the activities to be
performed and completed by specific dates in each
calendar year. Field instruction manuals and
training manuals were prepared for different census
workers.

Before the actual enumeration of the census.
preparatory works have been administered to
implement the census successfully and effectively.
Two separate Zonal Operations were carried out at
the field level from 1st December to 20th December
2018 and 9th February to 24th February 2019
respectively. In the first zonal operation, significant
fieldwork has been completed, constructing the
zones and enumeration areas (EA) using appropriate
legends in maps for demarcation, doing quick
counts for identifying the probable households of
the EAs, preparing sketch maps for enumerators and
supervisors, updating the geo-codes etc. The second
zonal operation was just four months before the
main census in the month of February 2019. In the
second zonal operation, all activities of the first
zonal operation have been reviewed and updated (if
necessary). Final verification and demarcation of
enumeration areas and the finalization of the list of
enumerators, supervisors and training centers were
done carefully in the 2nd zonal operation. In
addition, other important activities like selecting the
training centers and engaging the stakeholders in
census operations were performed. This schedule
ensured the smooth flow of census activities
including the field management system.

Nonetheless, several rigorous pretests were done to
finalize the census questionnaire. The contents of
the census questionnaire were determined based on
data needs assessed on government priorities and
also recommendations of the technical committee
and the stakeholders. Several preliminary checks of
the questionnaire were made at field level. The
questionnaire of agriculture census was finalized by
incorporating the the experiences of pre-test.
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Accordingly, the questionnaire was designed in an
ICR machine-readable format.

2.5.2 During Census Activities

At the very beginning of the census, the meetings of
all the census standing committees of all
administrative stages (Division, District, City
Corporation, Upazila, and Union level) were
completed. The training of census was conducted in
three different layers. In the first layer, the training
of the Divisional Census Coordinators and the
District Census Coordinators (DCC) was held from
19" to 21t May 2019 at BBS headquarters, Dhaka.
In the second layer, the trained District Census
Coordinators imparted training to the upazila
Census Coordinators and zonal officers for three
days at district headquarters from 23" to 25" May
2019. In the final layer, the Upazila Census
Coordinators/ zonal officers imparted training to the
supervisors and enumerators through verbatim
training manual in two separate batches from 27"
May to 1% June in 2019 including one-day field
training at the union/ward level.

In the Rangpur district, all 3098 trained enumerators
did the enumeration work and collected information
by canvassing the census schedules through direct
interviews with the heads of the households from 9*"
to 20" June 2019. In the case where the head of the
household was not found, a responsible member of
the household was interviewed for the collection of
information. 494 supervisors supervised the
enumeration work of the enumerators, engaged in
the district under the direct supervision of 45 zonal
officers. For ensuring proper supervision and
administrative control, the Rangpur district was
supervised by a District Census Coordinator (DCC).
The local administration and public representatives
participated in the census through different census
committees.

2.5.3 Post Census Activities

Post census activities are not that much less
significant than those done in the enumeration
period. All the census personnel made sure that no
households falling on the border of adjacent
Enumeration Area (EA) were left uncounted during
enumeration; checked those mistakes done in any
filled in questionnaire were corrected. In this case,
for any mistake in any filled in questionnaire, the
concerned enumerator was asked to correct such a
mistake. Enumerators filled out the EA tally sheet
as it appeared on the cover page of the questionnaire
book and then returned all completed and corrected
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guestionnaires, EA maps to the supervisors who
prepared their summary form. Zonal officers
prepared their zone report. Upazila Census
Coordinators (UCC) prepared the upazila summary
based on the zone summary.

Finally, all these are received with verification by
the District Census Coordinators (DCC) from 23
to 24™ June 2019 and submitted at Dhaka
headquarter on 26" to 27™ June 2019.

2.6 Census Instruments

A. Questionnaire

A structural questionnaire was designed following
international guidelines to collect information on
the three main sectors of agriculture (Crops,
Fisheries & Livestock). Before the main census, the
guestionnaire was pre-tested at the field level to test
the relevance and appropriateness of the survey
instruments. The Project Technical Committee
(PTC) then modified and finalized the questionnaire
based on the findings recommended by the BBS
personnel who were involved in the field-level pre-
testing activities. A total of 16 main questions were
included in the questionnaire. The items of the
guestionnaire were address of the household, the
population in dwelling holdings, population
engaged in agricultural work, tenancy, land area
under crops, fish cultivation, poultry and livestock,
agriculture equipment etc.

B. Training Manual for Enumerators and
Supervisors

A comprehensive and operational verbatim training
manual was developed for enumerators and
supervisors. The relevant concepts, definitions, and
classification used in the census questionnaire were
meticulously explained in the training manual for an
easy understanding of the census and its content.
Also, the census methodology and other duties and
responsibilities were elaborately discussed in the
manual.

2.7 Mode of Data Collection

The success of the census are largely depends on
data collection. The following technique was
applied for quality data collection from the field
level:

1. Unemployed educated local youth and young
women were hired for collecting data at the field
level. They were intensively and adequately trained
about the census process and aware of the
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methodology and the census instruments. Besides
these, employees from different government offices
were deployed as zonal officers to conduct the field
operations after training them properly.

2. Senior Officials from the Bangladesh Bureau of
Statistics & Statistics and Informatics Division were
deployed to supervise data collection at the field
level. Enumerators conducted face to face
interviews using a structured self-explanatory
guestionnaire.

2.8 Data Processing

One of the most important aspects of any survey or
census is data processing. Quick and timely data
processing will allow making data available for the
users is always regarded as a significant aspect of
determining the census's overall performance. A
sequence of operations has been accomplished in
the data processing stage to validate, organize,
transform, integrate, and extract data in an
appropriate output form for further usage. To
ensure the data's utility and integrity, processing
methods must be meticulously recorded. Data
analysis involves actions and methods performed
on data that help describe facts, detect patterns, and
develop explanations. This includes data quality
assurance, statistical data analysis and interpretation
of the results.

ICR (Intelligent Character Recognition) technology
was applied during the data processing stages of the
2019 Agriculture Census. The primary stages of
data processing in ICR technology are data
scanning, capturing, recognition, tile and validation
station.,

ICR technology lowers the occurrence of errors,
reduces human effort, improves the accuracy of
data, and reduces time consumption, workload and
monotony.

It enhances security and data storage, protects data
from unauthorized access using encryptions, less
disk space is used, and backups prevent loss of data.
The centralized access of the automated data
capturing provides a one-stop solution.

High grade scanners were used to scan census
guestionnaires into a image. The database contains
the information for each image. All images flow
through e-flow software can be detected by the
handwriting character from the questionnaire
converted into soft form characters.
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Then another procedure is tile stations are only the
characters displayed in numeric. This module is
used to identify which characters (numbers) have
been identified correctly.

Validation Station is the process of ICR Technology
that will require a user to review of the processed
data and will be required to correct errors or missing
data manually like a mandatory field not populated
properly  or  character recognition failed
(unrecognized character or values not in the range).

Escalate module acts as a repository for problematic
batches and batches identified as such during data
validation (“rejects"). This allows the user to deal
with problems during the production phase without
decreasing the systems throughout. The system will
automatically identify the predefined problems and
a predefined action will then be taken by the
operator for each batch, according to the exception
level assigned to check the accuracy of fields and
that field from the image. Verify the accuracy of
field values recognized, compared to the
corresponding field of the image and ultimately the
final database is created by this system.
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Chapter-3
Concepts and Definitions
This chapter defines the important concepts, terms,
and terminologies, used in the agriculture census of
2019. The concepts and definitions are presented
separately in this chapter to comprehend the census
data's meanings.

3.1. Census Year and Reference Period

The census year extends over twelve consecutive
months having different census items of the
different reference periods or days of data
collection. Some objects have a reference period of
a year or a week. In some cases it may be a specific
day also.

The agriculture census took place over the course of
a year, from 1% Baishak to 30" Choitra 1425 Bangla
Shal (BS). This year was the reference period for
such census items as operated land use, crops,
agriculture employment, livestock & poultry etc.
which is operated in households. A single reference
day was used for items like holdings, farm size, land
tenure, farm population, livestock and poultry
inventories, and agriculture instruments.

3.2. Urban Area

The city corporation of Barishal, Chattogram,
Cumilla, Dhaka (North & South), Gazipur, Khulna,
Mymensingh, Narayanganj, Rajshahi, Rangpur,
Sylhet and 53 municipalities located in the district
headquarter were included in the ‘Urban domain’, in
Agricultural Census 2019.

3.3. Rural Area

The rest of the countries except city corporation and
municipalities located in the district headquarter
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were treated as Rural area.

3.4 Enumeration Unit

The dwelling household (holdings) is commonly
considered the enumeration unit for the agriculture
census 2019. An agriculture holding is a techno-
economic unit of agricultural production under
single management, which is generally operated by
a household or jointly by two or more households.
The enumeration unit refers to the agriculture
holding in the agriculture census. In some limited
cases, this economic unit is operated by institutions,
establishments, government and semi-government
organizations, other agencies, or a judicial person.
In almost all cases, there is a one-to-one
correspondence between households and
agricultural holdings. The households operating
agricultural land and raising livestock & poultry can
be regarded as definitive equivalents of agriculture
holdings. Reliable data regarding households,
agriculture labour households can only be obtained
if households are treated as enumeration units. In
such a context, it was decided to adopt the
household as the census enumeration unit. As a
result, an agriculture holding and a household
may be considered synonymous, as in previous
agriculture censuses.

3.5 Mauza

According to land revenue records mauza define as
the specified and demarcated lowest territorial unit.
Every mauza has its own name and J.L (jurisdiction
list) number. Mauza should be distinguished from
local village since mauza may consist of more than
one village or a village may consist of more than
one mauzas.

3.6 Enumeration Area (EA)

An enumeration area means a well defined and
specified area of individual mauzas which is
assigned to each and every enumerator for the
convenience of enumeration. A mauza should
consist at least an enumeration area. For large
mauza (area) it may be more than one enumeration
area.

3.7 Household

When a group of persons (family members,
relatives, house keeper) living together and also take
meals from the same kitchen is termed as a
household. A household may be containing one or
more members. A household may have more than
one house or there may be more than one household
in a single house.
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3.8 Fishery Household
Fisheries household is a household which depends
on fishing in natural water reservoir such as sea,
river, canal-marsh etc. for the whole year or the
specific time of a year.

3.9 Farm Holding

A farm holding is defined as being an agricultural
production unit having cultivated land equal to or
more than 0.05 acres. The following three broad
categories are classified as farm holdings:

Small : Cultivated land minimum 0.05 acre
but operated land 0.05- 2.49 acres.

Medium Operated land 2.50-7.49 acres.

Large . Operated land 7.50 acres or above.

The minimum cultivated land considered for
qualifying to be a farm holding is 0.05 acres.

3.10 Non-farm Holdings

A non-farm holding is defined as being the one
which has neither cultivated or operated land or has
cultivated land less than 0.05 acre.

3.11 Head of Household

The member of the household who plans and
executes all types of work including financial
expenses and takes the major decision of the family
such that he conveys the all responsibilities of the
household is treated as a head of household.

3.12 Tenancy

Tenant households are those households who pay
rent (either in cash or in kind) to use or occupy land
for cultivation or other purposes owned by another.

Owner cum tenant holdings are those having owned
land and who may or may not be leasing out their
own land to others and who may be taking land
from others on share cropping basis or on other
terms.

3.13 Agriculture Holding

An agricultural holding is the economic unit of
agricultural production under single
management comprising all livestock kept and
all land used wholly or partly for agricultural
production purposes, without regard to title,
legal form or size. The definition covers practically
all holdings/households engaged in agricultural
production of crops, livestock and fisheries. Some
agriculture holdings may have no significant
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agricultural land, e.g. holdings keeping livestock,
poultry and hatcheries for which land is not an
indispensable input for production. In the context of
this report, a holding and a household are treated as
synonymous.

3.14 Agriculture Work

The activities related to agriculture that are palnned,
managed and operated by the household is called the
agriculture work. It includes land preparation,
sowing, weeding, harvesting, feeding and tending
livestock & poultry, kitchen gardening, supervising
agricultural workers, keeping farm records &
accounts, preparing agriculture products for
marketing (including packaging), repairing farm
equipment, constructing farm buildings & fences,
and engaging in land reclamation and improvement
and other related activities. It excludes other family
domestic chores.

3.15 Agriculture Labour Household

Agriculture labor households are those households
whose member/members work to others agricultural
land for wages or others households for wages. If
the main income source of the households is
agriculture wage, then it’s called Agriculture labor
households.

3.16 Owned Land

Owned land means the land owned by head of
household including members of his/her family
having a title to the land with right to determine
nature and extent of its use and to transfer the land.
There might be some land not legally owned but
over which the holder or any member of his/her
family has owner-like possession. This type of land
has also been included in owned land category and,
as such, can be operated by him/her like owned land
even though the holder does not possess title of
ownership. Generally, the ‘khas’ land lease falls
under this category.

3.17 Land Given to Others

This is holder's owned land which is given out to
some other persons/institution on rent or on lease
usually for a limited period of time on payment
either in cash or kind or both. The uses of such land
vary from place to place.

3.18 Land Taken from Others

The land taken from others on payment either in
cash or kind or both has been broadly divided into
two groups:
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a) The land lease on share cropping (Barga): This is
land taken lease from other farmer (s) or individual
or from any organization on share cropping basis.

b) The land lease on other terms: This is land taken
lease on such terms as one-time-payment,
usufructuary mortgage and similar contracts.

3.19 Total Operated Land

Total operated area equals to area owned plus land
taken from others minus owned area given to others.
Operated area also includes uncultivated land
including homesteads.

Total operated area= Area owned + Area taken from
others - Owned area given to others

3.20 Homestead Area

Homestead area means the area of residence,
kitchen, cow house, granary, courtyard and
drawing-room with any types of room or all its
structures land also occupied by the path to enter
and exit of the passenger. It should be remembered
that the adjacent land to the household used for
temporary or perennial crops, ponds and tanks,
compact plantations are to be excluded from the
area of homestead area.

3.21 Land Under Drown Canal, Dense Swamp
Bushes:
An operated household land in where naturally

grown-up dense swamp bushes/jungle and which is
non cultivable for natural water reservoir, drown
canal is defined as land under drown canal, dense
swamp bushes.

3.22 Area Under Pond (Excluding Banks)

The excavated water bodies where there is water for
most of the year are treated as ponds (excluding the
banks). Normally, households use pond water for
various domestic and sometimes agricultural
purposes. Ponds are also generally used for fish
cultivation.

3.23 Area Under Temporary Crops

Land under temporary crops includes all land used
for crops with a less than one year growing cycle;
that is, they must be newly sown or planted for
further production after the harvest. Some crops that
remain in the field for more than one year may also
be considered temporary crops. For example,
strawberries, pineapples and bananas are considered
to be annual crops in some areas. Such crops could be
classified as temporary. Land under temporary crops
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includes also land used for growing temporary crops
under protective cover.

3.24 Area Under Permanent Crops

The land area which is used for permanent crops
and permanent crops are those which have life cycle
for more than one year and need not to replant after
seasonal harvest. Fruit trees, wood or timber trees
(forestry and herbal), flowering shrubs have been
included in permanent crops. Mango, jackfruit,
coconut, guava, lemon and other fruit varieties are
all permanent crops.

They are of two types:

(a) Compact Plantation

Some permanent crops have compact plantations in
gardens wherein they are planted in planned ways
and in a regular pattern. The area measures of them
are quite easier.

(b) Scattered Plantation

They are permanent crops which have plantation
patterns so scattered that it is not feasible within
short time limits to measure and record areas
occupied by them. As such, these scattered plants
have not been accounted for in the census.

Permanent crops have been classified into 3 groups:
(1) tree varieties, (2) flowers cultivated for
commercial purpose, and (3) nurseries of trees and
flowers.

3.25 Current Fallow

In any cultivable land since crops were produced in
preceding of the census year and may it will be
produce next year/season although not produced in
census year for any kind of the reason then this land
treated as Current fallow.

3.26 Net Cultivated Area

This is land area actually cropped during the
census/survey year regardless of number of crops
grown plus current fallow. It includes areas under
temporary and permanent crops, land under nursery
and also current fallow.

3.27 Permanent Fallow

A land which wasn’t used more than one year for
cultivation in past with the present is treated as
permanent fallow.

3.28 Area Under Pisciculture

Area under pisciculture is the operated land of the
household where fishery is done in land/ water
reservoir for business purposes in the last year.
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3.29 Net Irrigated Area

This is an area of total land brought under irrigation
coverage for growing crops with irrigations done
through mechanical or manual means. Irrigated area
classifications fall into two categories: (1) surface
water irrigation with main water sources being
rivers, canals, beels, ponds, and other water bodies:
and (2) underground water irrigation with water
lifted by shallow tube wells, deep tube wells, and
country traditional devices. The irrigation
equipment is run by electricity, diesel or petrol, or
manual labour.

3.30 Cow and Buffalo
Cow and buffalo belonging to households on the
day of enumeration were counted.

3.31 Goat and Sheep
Goat and sheep belonging to households on the day
of enumeration were counted

3.32 Hen, Duck and Pigeon
Hen, duck, and pigeon belonging to households on
the day of enumeration were counted.

3.33 Temporary Crops Gross Area

Areas aggregated for all temporary crops grown in
the census/survey year have made temporary-crops
gross area. It may be greater than the temporary-
crops net area if the same land is cropped more than
once in different seasons of a year.

3.34 Intensity of Cropping

It is the percentage of temporary-crops gross area in
comparison with temporary-crops net area. It is
expressed as follows:

Intensity of cropping = (Temporary-Crop gross
area/ Temporary-Crop net area * 100)

3.35 Cereals

Cereals include rice, wheat, jab, barely, cheena,
maize, kaun, bajra and joar. Among all of them, the
main cereals are rice followed by wheat.

3.36 Pulses

Significantly known pulses are gram, mung, lentil,
arhar, gari kalai, khesari and pea.

3.37 Oil Seeds

Rape and mustard, sesamum, linseed, groundnut,
soybean, sunflower, castor are the major oil seeds.
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3.38 Vegetables

Both summer and winter vegetables are grown by
the farmers. Vegetables are potato, brinjal, radish,
arum, lady's finger, cauliflower, cabbage, bean,
tomato, water gourd, cucumber, pumpkin, parbal,
turnip, sponge gourd, barbati, khirai, snake gourd,
carrot, kakrol, and varieties type of shak.

3.39 Cash Crop
Jute, mesta, sunhemp, cotton, sugarcane and tobacco
are the main cash crops of this district.

3.40 Spices
The main spices include turmeric, ginger, chillies,
onion, garlic, corriander, black cumin and ani seed.

3.41 Fodder

Sorghum, guine-grass, napier grass and other
grasses are cultivated here.

3.42 Fuel crops

Dhaincha and other smaller plants used as cooking-
fuel are included in the group.

3.43 Seed beds

These are plots of land wherein seedlings/saplings
are raised for retransplanting in growing a crop.
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Chapter-4

Brief Comparison of Agriculture Censuses in
Bangladesh

Agriculture Census 2019 provides data about how the
agriculture sector and its structure is changed over the
period. Besides providing data on agricultural
statistics, this census also highlighted the geographic
variation and the effects of producing different crops,
as well as farming techniques.

In 1983 & 1984, the Census was carried out in two
phases (1) Among the rural unions, 50% of them were
enumerated in 1983 (excluding those of the
Chattogram Hill Tracts). (2) The rest of the rural
unions including Chattogram Hill Tracts were
enumerated in 1984 and (3) A separate questionnaire
was used to conduct the urban municipal census as
well as institutional holdings. Agriculture Census was
carried out in rural areas first and then in municipal
areas using a modified questionnaire in 1996.

Considering the domain of the ‘rural area’ the
definition was also different in different censuses. For
example, in 1996, 147 municipalities were excluded
from the domain of the census because these were
considered ‘urban’. Later the infrastructural expansion
of these areas of the municipalities, created new
municipalities. Thus, the total number of
municipalities increased to 308 in 2008. In the 2008
Agriculture Census, 6 metropolitan cities of the
divisional headquarters and 58 municipalities located
at 58 other district headquarters, were included in the
‘urban area’. The rest of the country which also
included municipalities at the upazila headquarters
and other growth centers was considered as ‘rural
area’. It is to be noted that the domain of the ‘rural
area’ itself is different in these two census.

The agriculture census of 2008 in Bangladesh was
conducted both in urban and rural areas using the
same questionnaire.

It is mentionable that the Agriculture Census of 2019
is the country's 5" and in fact, it is the second of its
kind to collect data from both rural and urban areas at
the same time using the same questionnaire. In
Agriculture Census 2019, 12 Metropolitan cities and
53 Municipalities located in the District Headquarters
were included as ‘urban area’, other than these areas,
the rest were considered ‘rural areas.

The owner cum tenant
holdings was 1,48,845 in 2008 while it increased to
2,21,302 in 2019. Furthermore, the tenant holdings
were 63,883 in 2008 which were reduced to 48,965
in 2019. It is mentioned that, owner holdings
increased by 15.29% in 2019 compared to 2008,
while the number of owner cum tenant holdings
and tenant holdings increased by 48.68% and
decreased by 23.35% respectively.
